1. Roll out a pea sized ball of Fimo and press flat on the glazed tile with your finger. Press the button
into the clay to make an impression and lift off. Use the butt end of the pencil to create a flat area in
the centre for the clock face. Use the toothpick to make a hole at the top 3mm from edge. Oven

bake for 20 min on 130C.

2. Once cool, remove from tile and apply a coat of gold using paint pen, rubbing into detail with the cot-
ton bud. When dry apply a coat of sealer to both sides. Glue clock face to card and cut out. Glue to
centre of watch. Apply sealer to clock face. Put ring through hole and close join. Thread ribbon
through ring and tie in a bow. Sew onto brooch pin.
